A gown, hand made by “Mother” Brooks (aka Percy Brooks).  An entertainer, she was the first Queen Mother for Life of the Royal Sovereign Imperial Court of the Single Star (RSICSS).

The gown was floor length, Percy Brooks was not a very tall man. The aurora sequins and beads are each one hand sewn by Mother Brooks.  

Mother Brooks performed frequently at the old Exile downtown, or Outlaws on Richmond Avenue in Houston, Texas. Brooks eventually relocated to England. 

The dress was made in the mid 1980's and was donated to Gulf Coast Archive and Museum of Gay, Lesbian, Bisexual and Transgender History, Inc. by Rick Hurt [aka Rainbo deKlown].
