I am not sure if you need to know exactly what's going on or not, so to cover that, I will give you my story.  If you don't need this, feel free to skip over this.

  In October I was diagnosed with Epilepsy.  I have Gelastic seizures, which means that any time that i get a blood rush to my head (usually from laughing), I was prone to a seizure.  I was having multiple seizures a day, and my post dictal period would leave me light headed and dizzy for hours, it was a nightmare.  Understandably, I had to stop working and driving.

I have not worked since October, although the Neurologist is finally having some success in getting my seizures controlled with a combination of meds.  Unfortunately, because I'm not working, and Becky only works part time and makes only slightly above minimum wage until she can finish her apprenticeship, the insurance that I was carrying got canceled because we could not afford it.  Now, my meds are about to run out, and the insurance that we tried to get last week to cover it... well, it turns out that they won't cover those meds because the meds are too new.  So now we've blown the money that we could have used to get the meds on the super high premium that they charged me for what is a completely useless prescription plan for me.

Super, huh?  Soo... my doctor will give me samples of most of my meds, the only things that I can't get samples of are these two... 

Trileptal, which is $252.68, and Topamax, which is $287.88.  The Rx # in case you need them to verify are 7541642, and7537232, and the Pharmacy number is (936) 327-1294. [Wal-Mart Pharmacy m-f 8-6]

My other question to you is, because we spent our money on this premium two weeks ago for the insurance, I don't have the money for rent this month.  I wasn't sure if that was possible through this or not, if so... the rent that is owed is 300.00.  If you need a number to call and verify, you can call Sharon Fox at Pace Funeral Home, that is who we pay rent to.  Her number is

(936) 327-8710, and she is reachable during business hours.  Again, if that's possible, wonderful, if it's not, we'll find some other way.

As far as the community...

Before I was diagnosed, I was at everything under the sun.  I went to nearly every ICOH show, participated in as many as I was invited to participate in, and supported Pegasus shows as well when they were around.  I was a member of ICOH and WIPS, and did what I could to help with whatever fund raising I found.  I tried (without much success) to integrate the

Houston and Galveston Fund raising peoples.  I participated in CiCi Ryder's huge fund raising shows in Galveston every year to benefit the Aids Coalitions.  I participated in House Viper's fund raining activities.  I promoted Stone Soup and passed out fliers for the Colt 44's on multiple occasions.  I participated in multiple shows for the Colt 44's, and supported several auctions.

  Since the diagnosis, I sort of dropped off the face of the planet.  I moved up to Livingston, and could not drive myself, so making it to shows three and four times a week was pretty impossible.  I miss it, the involvement.  I hope to get back a lot of it.  I will probably never get back all of it.  Frankly, being on stage with the lights and all of it... I've not done that since the diagnosis, I guess I'm scared.  This new title is my first stab at getting back into involvement in the community again, and I'm so excited about it.

  Anyway, I thank you so much, Judy.  I know that this is not a sure thing, and if it happens, it is only once, but really, I only need it the once.  As I said, I've applied for a program to get my meds for free, but it takes 4-6 weeks to go through.  I really appreciate your help.  This would be such an answer to prayer... a wonderful blessing, thank you again.
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
