       Downside

       Commentary/consequences

Personally, I don’t see how this could ever happen unless ERSICSS stopped including ICOH in their ‘training’ of new members, and ICOH did the same. We do retaliate in our own way with new members, there’s no denying that. We can point the finger and say ‘they started it,’ but we can stop it……it takes a bigger man to turn and walk away.

3) Upside (? Not according to Bob)
ICOH makes the choice not to negotiate and continue as we are now

      Downside

No ERSICSS member can participate in our shows, title or no


No ERSICSS member can attend our functions, title or no


ICOH will not be allowed to participate in any ERSICSS functions, title or no


There will be no recognition of ICOH under any circumstances


No court will be allowed to recognize ICOH even as an ‘out of town organization’ because of the titles used


Any court who defies this will be shunned by ERSICSS in that no court will be allowed to attend their functions, thereby costing them considerable financial set backs 

       Commentary/consequences

Let’s face it—just how realistic can this be?  Let’s consider Don Gill and the PWA Holiday Charities Christmas show Sunday night….ICOH Empress [with no title] was co emcee…..that would mean, under this edict, that not one single ERSICSS member could have attended or performed in that show. They could not even attend—could not have been out and been seen in that bar during the show—which is a very important piece of PR in our community.
