



The Houston GLBT Community has numerous emergency funds to help individuals with HIV/AIDS yet is scarce on resources to help GLBT individuals who may not have HIV/AIDS.  The Lexy Bowen Community Fund was created in October 2003 to assist any member of the Houston Community for emergency needs – especially people facing issues including but not limited to cancer, hepatitis, depression, etc.  The fund was established by Sean Carter, Apollo Emperor I of The Imperial Court of Houston, a 501(c)3 organization.  Raising monies for this very important fund is an important factor in ICOH’s efforts all year.

The Advisory Board was formed to oversee the direction of these funds and to disburse them when/where they are needed to those who qualify. In your position as a health or mental health care worker you may encounter someone who has an acute situation, someone who might need help one time with things such as rent, paying for prescriptions, utility bill, or any other special situation.  Applicants must be residents of the Houston Metropolitan Area (Harris and surrounding counties).  All requests are strictly confidential for the comfort and safety of the individuals asking for assistance. Funds are limited to a maximum grant request of $1000 per year per applicant.

Request for funds from The Lexy Bowen Community Fund should be made in writing stating the exact need for the request/special situation and supporting paperwork (utility bill, lease, etc.).
