Since its incorporation in Texas, the Krewe has been designated as a 501(c)(3) non-profit organization to further, through education and outreach, the spirit of Mardi Gras.





The Krewe has various functions throughout the year culminating in our black-tie Bal Masque - a true-to-tradition New Orleans Mardi Gras Ball.  Mardi Gras Balls are formal parties where the krewe's members present their carnival costumes.  The Krewe of Olympus prides itself on presenting fabulous costumes in an entertaining setting.  Over the years Olympus has accomplished that in various forms from the very elaborate and ornate French Court Ball to the campy Lawn Ornament Ball.
