Additionally, we could store them on DVD Ram--giving us the ability to 

create video DVD's for instance, or to store additional info on a single 

disk. A DVD Ram stores 5.2 G [8x as much] in the same space. These 

run about $ 21. Each. Double-sided ones are $33. Each. Media costs will 

come down with time, and in the mean time we can still use the drive to 

write CD Roms.
