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Intended Audience:

The intended audience is anyone who wants to view a photographic history of the GLBT community of the Houston area.  Via the comments and written histories this project will generate, the individuals will be able to get a better and more visual grasp of that history and the people living it.  Although the primary target audience is the GLBT community, it is anticipated that others will also take advantage of these opportunities.  Initial interest has been expressed by members of HATCH (Houston Area Teen Coalition of Homosexuals) to assist in the scanning portion of the project.

Promotion and Publicity:

The museum has been quite successful in the past garnering free publicity in the local GLBT and mainstream press.  A continuation of these relationships will help to ensure publicity for this project.

Documenting/Evaluating:

The project by its very nature is self-documenting.  We will be able to easily get a count of both the number of photographs scanned, the number of people commenting on them, as well as the number of “hits” on the site.  The executive committee of the museum will also review the current status of the project at six (6) month intervals and evaluate it (making modifications if needed) based on the goals of the project.

Accessibility:  

Via the world wide web, the project will be open to most individuals with disabilities, either via their personal computer, any local library or our museum.  Sight disabled individuals will still be able to make use of the comments and other information within the project via special equipment either on their personal computer or libraries so equipped.

The project has received no prior Arts Endowment support.

This project fits in with our mission “to collect, preserve and provide access to historical items from the GLBT community.”  This is done through several processes within the project:

1) The collection itself – to collect

2) The process of identifying the photographs – to collect

3) The scanning of the collection – preservation

4) The website containing the scanned collection and comments – access
